Despite great strides in HIV prevention,
including biobehavioral HIV prevention strategies such as pre-exposure prophylaxis and treatment as
prevention, there has been relatively low uptake of these strategies. The success of biobehavioral
prevention strategies requires HIV testing but a subset of GBMSM have never been tested. To optimize
prevention efforts, we sought to understand the characteristics of GBMSM who report never testing
for HIV. A sample of GBMSM was recruited online in 2012 to complete a cross-sectional survey of
sexual behavior and sexual health. Bivariate and multivariable analyses were used to identify
characteristics of “never testing for HIV.” Of the 1170 participants, 151 (13%) reported never testing
for HIV. In multivariable analyses, younger age, less education, endorsing a non-gay sexual identity,
living in rural areas, not having a primary partner, living in unstable housing, and reporting regular
condom use during anal sex were independently associated with never testing. We conclude that,
despite a substantial focus on HIV testing among GBMSM in the United States, a proportion of sexually
active, adult GBMSM report never having tested for HIV in their lifetimes. The current study illustrates
the importance of addressing individual and structural factors that serve as barriers to HIV testing
among GBMSM. Addressing these barriers will improve access to HIV testing and other biobehavioral
HIV prevention strategies and, ultimately, alleviate disparities in HIV/AIDS in the United States.

This study aimed to assess the prevalence of chemsex, associated
behaviours and STIs among attendees at Ireland’s only MSM-specific sexual health clinic in Dublin over
a six week period in 2016. The questionnaire collected demographic data, information on sexuality and
sexual practice, self-reported history of treatment for STls, and chemsex use. Key variables
independently associated with treatment for STIs over the previous 12 months were identified using
multivariable logistic regression. The response rate was 90% (510/568). One in four (27%) reported
engaging in chemsex within the previous 12 months. Half had taken >2 drugs on his last chemsex
occasion. One in five (23%) reported that they/their partners had lost consciousness as a result of
chemsex. Those engaging in chemsex were more likely to have had more sexual partners (p < 0.001),
more partners for anal intercourse (p <0.001) and to have had condomless anal intercourse(p =
0.041). They were also more likely to report having been treated for gonorrhoea over the previous 12
months (adjusted OR 2.03, 95% Cl 1.19-3.46, p = 0.009). One in four (25%) reported that chemsex was
impacting negatively on their lives and almost one third (31%) reported that they would like help or
advice about chemsex. These results support international evidence of a chemsex culture among a
subset of MSM. They will be used to develop an effective response which simultaneously addresses
addiction and sexual ill-health among MSM who experience harm/seek help as a consequence of
engagement in chemsex.

Abstract : Tinder is a frequently used geosocial networking application that allows users to meet sexual
partners in their geographical vicinity. Research examining Tinder use and its association with
behavioral outcomes is scarce. The objectives of this study were to explore the correlates of Tinder
use and risky sexual behaviors in young adults. Participants aged 18-26 were invited to complete an
anonymous online questionnaire between January and May 2016. Measures included
sociodemographic characteristics, Tinder use, health related behaviors, risky sexual behaviors, and
sexual attitudes. Associations among these variables were estimated using multivariate logistic
regressions. The final sample consisted of 415 participants (n =166 Tinder users; n = 249 nonusers).
Greater likelihood of using Tinder was associated with a higher level of education (OR =2.18) and
greater reported need for sex (OR =1.64), while decreased likelihood of using Tinder was associated
with a higher level of academic achievement (OR =0.63), lower sexual permissiveness (OR =0.58),
living with parents or relatives (OR =0.38), and being in a serious relationship (OR = 0.24). Higher odds
of reporting nonconsensual sex (OR=3.22) and having five or more previous sexual partners
(OR =2.81) were found in Tinder users. Tinder use was not significantly associated with condom use.
This study describes significant correlates of using Tinder and highlights a relationship between Tinder
use with nonconsensual sex and number of previous sexual partners. These findings have salience for
aiding public health interventions to effectively design interventions targeted at reducing risky sexual
behaviors online.

Abstract : “Chemsex” means sex, generally between men, occurring under the influence of drugs taken
immediately before and/or during the sexual session. “Slam” is defined by injection of psychostimulant
drugs in the same context. The Parisian Addictovigilance Center presents preliminary results of a
specific harm reduction program for slammers and chemsexers, based on the analysis of new
psychoactive substances (NPS). Study was built by stages: (1) questionnaire of evaluation on chemsex
practice, (2) toxicological analysis of collected drugs samples, (3) communication of results during
Focus Groups with impact assessment. From January to September 2016, 17 questionnaires on
chemsex practice and 31 samples were collected. Fifteen participants out of 17 were slammers.
Motivations were mainly disinhibition and seeking pleasure (14 mentions) or prolonging pleasure (11
mentions). Collected samples were presented as cathinones (alpha-PVP, 4F-PVP, PVP-8, 3-MMC, 2-
MMC, 4-MEC, methylone, MDPV), other phenethylamines (2-FMA, methamphetamine, 3,4-CTMP, 3-
FPM) and cocaine. Analytical results show a 90% adequacy between the announced substance and the
identified molecule. The Focus Group revealed a final level of knowledge on the harm reduction
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guestionnaire at 9.4 on a scale of 12 items with a positive impact on: opinion on sample analysis (+ 1
point at the end of the session) and knowledge of the products (+ 0.6 points). This study is still ongoing
and the final results should allow the implementation in routine practice of a validated approach of
harm reduction in this specific population.

Abstract : Based on objectification theory, we examined the main effects of Tinder use, and its
interaction with gender, in relation to men's and women's body image concerns, internalization
processes, and self-esteem. Tinder users (men=31; women=69) and non-users (men=203;
women=844) anonymously completed measures via an online survey. Through a series of ANCOVAs,
with BMI and age as covariates, Tinder users, regardless of gender, reported significantly lower levels
of satisfaction with face and body and higher levels of internalization, appearance comparisons, and
body shame and surveillance than non-users. For self-esteem, male Tinder users scored significantly
lower than either male or female non-users. Our results suggest that Tinder represents a contemporary
medium for appearance pressures and its use is associated with a variety of negative perceptions about
body and self and with increases in individuals' likelihood to internalize appearance ideals and make
comparisons to others.

Sedgewick JR, et al. Frontiers in psychology. 2017. 6p.

Abstract : When taking a self-portrait or "selfie" to display in an online dating profile, individuals may
intuitively manipulate the vertical camera angle to embody how they want to be perceived by the
opposite sex. Concepts from evolutionary psychology and grounded cognition suggest that this
manipulation can provide cues of physical height and impressions of power to the viewer which are
qualities found to influence mate-selection. We predicted that men would orient selfies more often
from below to appear taller (i.e., more powerful) than the viewer, and women, from an above
perspective to appear shorter (i.e., less powerful). A content analysis was conducted which coded the
vertical orientation of 557 selfies from profile pictures on the popular mobile dating application,
Tinder. In general, selfies were commonly used by both men (54%) and women (90%). Consistent with
our predictions, a gender difference emerged; men's selfies were angled significantly more often from
below, whereas women's were angled more often from above. Our findings suggest that selfies
presented in a mate-attraction context are intuitively or perhaps consciously selected to adhere to
ideal mate qualities. Further discussion proposes that biological or individual differences may also
facilitate vertical compositions of selfies.

The development of computer-
mediated communication and digitaltechnology has led to various new forms of sex work, including
‘camming’. In this context, ‘webcam models’ perform sex acts, often while alone in their own homes
or in other private indoor domains, for online audiences who pay them. As a relatively new practice,
camming is currently under-researched and under-theorised. This paper will explore some of the ways
in which sex work has been discursively constructed and theorised about, as well as the legal context
in which it operates, before discussing the practice of camming in relation to these and to recent
research. Overall, we argue that camming challenges some of the conventional understandings and
critiques of sex work, and that sex work-oriented research should consider more critical perspectives
that take into account the hybridity and complexity of contemporary sex work.

The study was conducted among
Dutch 18-30 year old emerging adults who completed an online survey. Over half of the sample were
current or former Tinder users (n = 163). An exploratory factor analysis, using a parallel analysis
approach, uncovered six motivations to use Tinder: Love, Casual Sex, Ease of Communication, Self-
Worth Validation, Thrill of Excitement, and Trendiness. In contrast to previously suggested, the Love
motivation appeared to be a stronger motivation to use Tinder than the Casual Sex motivation. In line
with literature on online dating, men were more likely to report a Casual Sex motivation for using
Tinder than women. In addition, men more frequently reported Ease of Communication and Thrill of
Excitement motives. With regard to age, the motivation Love, Casual Sex and Ease of Communication
were positively related to age. Finally, Tinder motivations were meaningfully related to offline
encounters with Tinder matches. In sum, the study showed that emerging adults have six primary
motivations to use Tinder and that these motivations differ according to one's age and gender. Tinder
should not be seen as merely a fun, hookup app without any strings attached, but as a new way for
emerging adults to initiate committed romantic relationships. Notably, the findings call for a more
encompassing perspective on why emerging adults use Tinder.

Abstract : Geosocial networking (GSN) mobile phone applications (“apps”) are used frequently among
men who have sex with men (MSM) to socialize and meet sexual partners. Though GSN apps are used
by some MSM in partnered relationships, little is known about how the use of GSN apps among MSM
in serious romantic relationships can influence couples' sexual and relationship health. MSM in serious
relationships (N = 323; M age = 40 years) were recruited through a popular GSN app for MSM.
Participants completed open-ended items regarding the costs and benefits of app use to their
relationships, discussions of app use with their partners, and preferences for relationship education
related to app use. Reported benefits of app use included improving sex and communication with one's
primary partner and fulfilling unmet sexual needs. Although approximately half had not discussed app
use with their partners, citing app use as a “non-issue,” many cited various drawbacks to app use,
including jealousy and being a distraction from the relationship. Few described sexual health concerns
as a drawback to meeting partners through apps. Regarding relationship education preferences, most
wanted help with general communication skills and how to express one's sexual needs to a partner.
Although GSN app use can enhance relationships and sex among partnered MSM, unclear
communication about app use may contribute to negative relationship outcomes and could prevent
partners from having sexual needs met. Relationship and sexual health education programs for male
couples should consider addressing social media and technology use in their curricula.

Abstract : Geosocial networking applications (GSN apps) have become increasingly popular among gay,
bisexual and other men who have sex with men (MSM). Our study sought to understand whether
inclusion of individuals met via GSN apps in participants' social networks was associated with increased
HIV risk behaviors among a probability sample of GSN app using MSM (N = 295) recruited in Los
Angeles, California. Approximately 20 % of participants included a GSN app-met individual as one of
their top five closest social network members. Those with a GSN app-met network member had more
recent (past 30-day) sexual partners (B =1.21, p < 0.05), were nearly twice as likely to have engaged in
unprotected anal intercourse (UAI) with their last sexual partner (AOR = 2.02, p < 0.05), and were
nearly four times as likely to have engaged in UAI with their last GSN app-met sexual partner (AOR =
3.98, p < 0.001). Network-based interventions delivered via GSN apps may be useful in preventing the
spread of HIV among MSM.

Recent evidence, however, indicates shifting trends in
drug use among some gay men, both in terms of the most popular drugs and the way in which they
are used. The term ‘chemsex’ or, to a lesser extent, ‘Party and play’, has entered the vocabulary of
certain sections of the gay population is a behaviour that has attracted significant media attention.
Chemsex is commonly understood to describe sex between men that occurs under the influence of
drugs taken immediately preceding and/or during the sexual session. As this report will describe in
more detail, the drugs most commonly associated with chemsex are crystal methamphetamine
(hereafter referred to as ‘crystal meth’), GHB/GBL, mephedrone and, to a lesser extent, cocaine and
ketamine (see TABLE 1). All, except ketamine, are stimulant drugs in that they typically increase heart
rate and blood pressure and trigger feelings of euphoria, but crystal methamphetamine, GHB/GBL and
mephedrone also have a common effect of facilitating feelings of sexual arousal. These drugs are often
taken in combination and are commonly associated with sexual sessions occurring over extended
periodsof time, sometimes involving large numbers of sexual partners.

Abstract : The Internet continues to be a popular venue for men who have sex with men (MSM) to
seek sexual partners. Increased sexual risk behavior has been linked to MSM who use the Internet to
seek partners. However, there has been little research on how new mobile-based social networking
applications ("apps") may affect sex-seeking and sexual risk behaviors of MSM. One hundred twenty-
six MSM in New York City were recruited to complete an online survey on the use of the Internet and
other technology for sex-seeking. The authors collected data on variables of interest including sexual
sensation seeking, gay identity affirmation, internalized homophobia, Internet/app use, and sexual
behavior with men met via the Internet and mobile apps. Results indicated that men who use both the
Internet and mobile apps to seek partners were younger and reported higher incomes (p<.05) than
men who used the Internet only. There were no significant differences between the groups with regard
to race, sexual sensation seeking, gay identity affirmation, or internalized homophobia, indicating that
the use of mobile-based apps for sex-seeking may be simply an example of evolving technologies.
These findings may provide insight for the feasibility and planning of effective mobile app-based

Abstract : Young men who have sex with men (YMSM) are at alarming risk for HIV acquisition,
demonstrating the highest rates of incident infection of any age-risk group. GRINDR is a global
positioning service-based social networking application popular with YMSM for sexual partnering.

% reported HIV testing within the past 12 months; 4.3 % had never been HIV tested. Of the participants,
4.5 % reported HIV-positive serostatus; 51.7 % indicated that they would be interested in participating
in a future HIV prevention trial. Latinos were more likely than either caucasians or African Americans
to endorse trial participation interest (odds ratio, 1.9; 95 % confidence interval [1.1-3.3]). HIV-positive
test results were associated with increased number of anal sex partners in the past 3 months (adjusted
odds ratio (AOR), 1.53 [0.97-2.40]), inconsistent inquiry about partners’ serostatus (AOR, 3.63 [1.37—
9.64]), reporting the purpose for GRINDR use including “friendship” (AOR, 0.17 [0.03-1.06), and
meeting a sexual partner in a bookstore in the past 3 months (AOR, 33.84 [0.99—-1152]). Men recruited
via GRINDR were high risk for HIV acquisition or transmission and interested in clinical trial
participation, suggesting potential for this method to be used for recruitment of YMSM to HIV
prevention trials.

Abstract : Like many other social phenomena, prostitution is increasingly coordinated over the
Internet. The online behavior affects the offline activity; the reverse is also true. We investigated the
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reported sexual contacts between 6,624 anonymous escorts and 10,106 sex buyers extracted from an
online community from its beginning and six years on. These sexual encounters were also graded and
categorized (in terms of the type of sexual activities performed) by the buyers. From the temporal,
bipartite network of posts, we found a full feedback loop in which high grades on previous posts affect
the future commercial success of the sex worker, and vice versa. We also found a peculiar growth
pattern in which the turnover of community members and sex workers causes a sublinear preferential
attachment. There is, moreover, a strong geographic influence on network structure—the network is
geographically clustered but still close to connected, the contacts consistent with the inverse-square
law observed in trading patterns. We also found that the number of sellers scales sublinearly with city
size, so this type of prostitution does not, comparatively speaking, benefit much from an increasing
concentration of people.

Abstract : No follow-up studies exist on how minors who commit sexual homicides adjust once released
back into the community. This is an important question given the extreme nature of their crimes, lack
of recidivism data, and the expectation that one-half of them will be freed from prison by mid-life.
Likewise, no studies exist on the role our culture's pervasive media violence plays in these offenses.
This report describes a 13-year-old boy who committed a witnessed media violence-inspired sexual
homicide. Follow-up information is provided on his community adjustment as an adult four years after
release from prison. He had multiple indicators of brain dysfunction, and watched a "slasher" film just
before committing the blitz style crime upon a female neighbor. Media violence literature is reviewed-
-against a backdrop of developmental abnormalities, neuropsychiatric vulnerabilities, family
dysfunction, and mental illness. This case illustrates how the confluence of such variables, combined
with the tinder of erotic screen violence, may lead to sexual murder.
